Moravian did an excellent job of the planning and organisation and the event fully achieved its aims of providing an area junior championship as well as top class elite competition. Marsela as trainee controller and I both found it a pleasure to check the courses and to have accurate planning from Nick and Jon. Mike and Sue's organisation was smooth and thorough.
 

Sadly we had two controls moved by someone unknown between my checks at around 8pm on Saturday and the start of the race. One of these was found and corrected before the first starts but the other (70) affected a number of competitors on Light Green. I considered voiding Leg 3 but after careful study of the rules and the results I have decided to let the results stand, for the following reasons:
 

Appendix I of the rules states: "Removing splits can have dramatic effects on the outcome of the race and may not be justified if only a few competitors are affected." No-one in the junior elite class was affected, and there is no effect on the first two places in Light Green. The greatest effect would be to move Mo Cloonan from 18th to 9th place, and the next greatest effects would be to move Elaine Jones down 5 places and Debbie McWilliam up 5 places; both of these competitors started after the control had been repositioned. Looking at the full results, voiding the leg would have more of an effect on those who ran the corrected course than on those who found the control misplaced. Therefore, the only adjustments I ammaking are to reinstate Peter and Margaret Cromar's times (both of whom were early starters who did not find 70 but otherwise completed the course).
 

For information only, I have supplied the times which would have applied if Leg 3 had been voided.
 

I can only apologise to those who found the correct depression without a control before I replaced it at 11:37. Val Springett deserves a special thank you for retiring after finding the problem so that she could report it without delay.
